 Forgiveness does not change the 

facts in our past. Living as 

transformed people of God will allow 

the painful memories of the past to be 

altered so that we can live in the 

present and leave the old self behind.  

Once, we let go of the past we 

experience healing in our hearts and 

souls. 

 

 I invite you this Lenten season to 

contemplate what and who do you 

need to forgive?  God has forgiven 

you.  Who do you need to forgive? 

 

 I encourage you during this 

Lenten season to make it a time of 

prayer, forgiving of self and others, 

and in so doing make peace with 

God, yourself, and with one another.
