CEILING LEAK IN THE MULTIPURPOSE ROOM...

The leak in the multipurpose room was thought to be a result of the rain and flooding condition.
Actually the A/C unit had frozen up, therefore continually rain and the frozen coils released the
melting ice into our ceiling. The HVAC guys said we were lucky not to have lost one or more units
in the multipurpose room and charged use for the 3 plus hours he spent thawing our unit. When he

stated it back up it did not appear to be damaged.

What caused it to freeze up? The cooling setting on the units in the room were 65to0 56degrees and
ran full out until it froze then continued to run full out. The thermostats have been reset. DO NOT
change the scheduled setting on the units. If they must be lower, do a temporary change and hold,
NEVER set them below 68 degrees for cooling. If you have questions on the setting contact Dick
