n March 9™ we

will observe Ash
Wednesday with the
imposition of ashes and Holy
Communion at Noon and
again at 7:00 P.M. We will
receive on our foreheads a
cross of ashes signifying our
mortality and acknowledging
our utter dependence on
God. It is the day we begin
our observance of Lent.

Lent is the most solemn time
of our church year. It begins
in winter when days are
darker and the land is without
flower. Itis a time where we
focus on our inner journey - a
wilderness time where we
take a good look at ourselves
and our temptations as well as
God’s call to us. It is a time
for some early spring cleaning
— clearing away the clutter
that distract us from the
awareness of God’s presence
and our following.

Lent is a penitential

season. With this in mind,
our worship service is
designed to allow for time for
meditation and reflection. To
provide time for meditation
and reflection, we will
observe some times of silence
during our worship. We will

also have some modifications
in our worship beginning in
Lent to emphasize the
oneness we have in Christ.
Instead of individual table
blessings and dismissals
during communion we will
acknowledge the one
continuous table where Christ
feeds and receives and
forgives us all. After
receiving communion you
may stay for silent prayer or
return to your seat for prayer
or the singing of the

hymns. One table blessing
will be said after all have
communed. We will also add
the common cup for those
who prefer sipping from the
chalice or intinction. This
will be in addition to our
regular ways of offering the
wine and grape juice.

The discipline of Lent is
traditionally a time of prayer
and reflection, a time of
service, alms giving and
fasting. How one chooses to
observe Lent is a personal
choice.

One opportunity we have to
serve is to help with the
gathering of food items to
feed the hungry in our
community through Second
Harvest. There are many other
opportunities to serve as well.

There are several
opportunities to study. On
Tuesday mornings with the
prayer group that meets at
7:00 A.M., on Sunday
mornings during the Sunday
School hour, and on
Wednesday evenings in Lent
beginning March 16", we will
begin a book /video
discussion of John Ortberg’s
book “It All Goes Back in the
Box.” Afterwards we will
share a simple meal and
worship together at 7:00 P.M.
with Evening Prayer.

I encourage you all to take on
a discipline of Lent. Join us
on Wednesday nights and
Sunday mornings for worship.
And may the Spirit of God
move with you through these
days of Lent, giving you
strength to let go of the things
that distract you from God
and the vision and courage to
live the faith to which you are
called.

Education is mostly about “thinking,” and thinking about the right things. We are off to a good
“thinking year.” We’re thinking up plans, and our children are being led to think about Jesus’ teachings,
and our grownups are being led to study.

Mike Kerr and Diana Revell, Council members responsible for education, would like to invite you to
serve with the Education Committee. By the time you have read this, we will have had our first meeting.
Susan Kelton has agreed to be a resource person for our committee. We pray that two or three others will
feel the call to ponder and plan with us.

The major focus of the committee for January and February has been Sunday school. Pastor began
her service to our congregation on January 16" by teaching one student. Diana Revell began teaching on
January 23" using a simple, and free, online lesson plan.

Our lesson plan follows the lectionary, specifically, The Gospel. We ask for one Teaching Assistant
for each Sunday. Our TA helps with artwork and crafts and brings a snack. So far, we thank Wilma Prince,
Thorun Olsen, Dian Luffman, and Dick Fankhauser for their enthusiastic and generous participation in our
class. Notice something in common between those folks? They do not have children in Sunday School.

We need a Teaching Assistant each Sunday! Will you join us?

This week, we began a clean-up of our Sunday School room (the “Art Room”). Boxes of unused
collections were removed, some yard sale items donated to ThriftSmart, and counters and wall space
cleared. We believe that our children deserve our best and that the best learning takes place in
surroundings that are clean and cheerful. We will likely have two more phases of clean-up and we will ask
for help from you!

News about our nursery — CLCW has generously set aside funds for an overhaul of our infant and
pre-school space. (Thank you, CLCW! Thank you, everyone who babysits so that CLCW can fund this
effort!) We'll start on a major cleanup and rehabilitation of that area very soon. We’ll need your help!

Last Sunday, we taught 7 children in our Sunday school, ages 2 % through 11. There will be a time
when we have to divide the class, and that time will come very soon.

Whenever possible they will participate in activities of
CLC. The volunteers will be provided breakfast and lunch; but, they will prepare it themselves. They
will provide their own dinners, except for Wednesday night, when a meal will be provided by either CLC
or another congregation. They will participate in our Lenten meals and services. All the groups
scheduled for CLC at this time are Lutheran.

Lutheran Services of Tennessee, under the leadership of Kathy Thoreson, is the organization that
is coordinating this effort. They have volunteer housing sites at Faith Lutheran in Lebanon, CLC, and a
new site at St. Luke’s in west Nashville. Faith has had their site since last July. The members of CLC
and others may help by donating food, paper supplies, or money to be used for these items. If you wish to
donate food, there is a cabinet in the kitchen marked “Lutheran Disaster Response.”
