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Southeastern Synod  
E-News Special 

January 19, 2010   

 

 

Dear friends of the Southeastern Synod: 
  
Our Synod Council met this past week-end, with much of the discussion focused on the synod's 
financial situation. It appears almost certain that we will end this fiscal year with a deficit of more 
than $150,000. Council agreed to cover the shortfall with monies the synod obtained several years 
ago when it sold its property on West Peachtree Street in Atlanta. Many had hoped that we would 
eventually use these funds for a new, permanent home for the synod office. That likelihood is now 
greatly diminished. 
  
Although total mission support contributions since August have been significantly lower than during 
the same months in 2008, several congregations have made contributions above and beyond their 
pledges, and in recent months we have also received a number of donations from individuals. The 
Council recognized the sacrifices that have made these gifts possible. We are profoundly grateful for 
this support. 
 
Our synod begins a new fiscal year on February 1. To bring next year's expenses more in line with 
expected income, the Synod Council substantially revised the 2010-11 Ministry Funding Plan that 
was approved by last year's Synod Assembly. The new plan contains deep reductions in our support 
of Southern Seminary, Newberry College, our campus ministry programs, and our states' social 
ministry organizations. Funding for synodical committees and task forces is being reduced to one-
third of what it was two years ago. Staff travel expense will be reduced by 17%. Existing salary 
reductions for synod staff, put into effect in September, will remain in place, and total salaries will be 
reduced by an additional $76,000 in 2010. Because cuts of this magnitude cannot realistically be 
accomplished by additional across-the-board percentage reductions, staff layoffs this spring are now 
inevitable. 
  
We will be careful and deliberative in determining how to reduce the staff and will work closely with 
both the Mutual Ministry and Personnel Committees throughout the process. A smaller synod staff 
means that we will have to ask even more of those who do our synod's work. We will also certainly 
have to narrow the focus and priorities for synodical ministries. The Synod Council began that 
process this weekend. 
 
As a matter of transparency in this ministry we undertake together as a synod, I will continue to keep 
you informed as further decisions are made. Thank you for your prayers and for your support.

EVANGELISM by Kris Rabon 
  I once read “evangelism is one of the greatest privileges given a follower of Christ and one of the greatest 

needs of the world today.”  I also wrote an earlier article for the Good News defining evangelism (according to Web-

ster‟s, of course) as 1) winning or revival of personal commitment to Christ or 2) militant or crusading zeal. Now, I 

don‟t know about you, but to me, “militant or crusading zeal” sounds like “religious nut,” and that‟s unappealing. 

 After consulting Mr. Webster„s dictionary, I checked with Mr. Strong‟s concordance and there were three ref-

erences to evangelist(s). The first one in Acts mentions Phillip the Evangelist. The next one in 2 Timothy, I found un-

nerving. In his letter to Tim, Paul wrote, “As for you, always be sober, endure suffering, do the work of an evangelist, 

carry out your ministry fully.” If that‟s all one read, who would want to be involved in evangelism? 

 The third one was my favorite. Eph. 4:11 says, “The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some 

prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers.” (More gifts are mentioned in Rom. 12:4-8 and 1 Cor. 12:28-

30). I find it comforting that although we each have different gifts and talents yet when God puts us together for His 

glory, we‟re all the same.  

 Well, by now you‟re either wondering where I‟m going with this or you already know. The Evangelism Team 

needs help…your help. “But,” you say, “I can‟t do that.” “Oh,” I say, “Yes, you can.” 

 Do you say “Bless you” when someone sneezes? That‟s evangelizing! Do you greet friends and strangers 

each Sunday at worship? You‟re evangelizing. Do you send cards or take a meal to someone who‟s ill? Yep, you‟re 

doing evangelism!!! 

 Let me tell you a true story. After each Tuesday Morning Group (therapy) sessions, several of us gather at 

IHOP for breakfast. We‟ve taken to singing the benediction or the first verse of a favorite hymn (one to which we can 

remember the words). Well, right before Christmas, we sang “Just as I am.” As we were leaving, one of the seasoned 

servers came to us with teary eyes, hugged and thanked each one of us. She had been going through rough times, but 

our song had reminded her from whom she gets her strength and she now knew things would be alright. We were 

evangelizing and didn‟t realize it.  

 So see, you are not being asked to do “door-to-door Bible thumping.” It‟s the simple everyday things we do 

that lets our “light so shine before others.” It‟s like tossing a stone into a pond…you can‟t always see how far the rip-

ples travel. Please join the Evangelism Team the first Sunday of the month at 9:15, in any room we can get. Be a part 

of the team and help discover ways to send our ripples out to others. For more info, contact Shirley Pohl..
